Dr. Richard Lehoucq Wins Presidential Early Career Award 

for Scientists and Engineers

Sandia National Laboratories mathematician and computational science researcher Dr. Richard Lehoucq has been awarded the Presidential Early Career Award for Scientists and Engineers. The presidential award is the highest honor the U.S. Government bestows on outstanding scientists and engineers who are beginning their independent careers. Each presidential award winner receives a citation, a plaque, and continued research funding for five years. 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) said Lehoucq was nominated “for his innovative and creative approaches to numerical software with a solid understanding of mathematics and computer science, for his software contributions for the solution of eigensystems of equations, and for his impact on scientists both at Sandia National Laboratories and in the broader professional community.”  Dr. Lehoucq's research has been funded by the Mathematics Information and Computational Science (MICS) Division within DOE's Office of Science.

Dr. Lehoucq earned a BA in mathematics from California University of Pennsylvania in 1984 and an MS in mathematics from Virginia Tech in 1986.  After working for five years, he returned to school and earned a Ph.D. in computational science and engineering from Rice University in 1995.  He spent two years at Argonne National Laboratory before becoming a member of Sandia's technical staff in 1997.
